Fleeces will be released on Sunday, September 19th, 2010. Exhibitors
must make arrangements to pick up fleeces.

Each exhibitor will be limited to two premiums in each class.

Each fleece must have been shorn in the current season and not represent
more than 12 months growth (14 for lamb fleeces).

Fleeces may be exhibited in clear plastic bags (tied or untied).

Points of disqualification:

Improperly prepared for show

Contamination with sisal or polypropylene fibers

Inclusion of parts of another fleece.
